Until 12 weeks of study, student
visa does not apply). If you do not speak anything or almost no English,
you do not have to worry. If the immigration officer needs more
information than you have in hand, he will ask a translator or call the
school. 5o do not worry and enjoy your arrival o Esmerald Isle.

EUROPEAN: If you have a European pdassport, you should follow
the European gueude and present just your passport. In some
cdses iImmigrdtion may reguire additional documentation, so |
recommend that you have the above documents in your hands.
